1. On Monday 14™ August, ~11pm , one of the
Masjid ground floor windows was smashed. The
matter is being treated as a faith-hate crime,
'racially aggravated'. The Masjid thanks the police
for their swift action. With regards the attack; 4 of
the 5 suspects have now been arrested & the
Masijid will be updating its CCTV system.

2. Within the same week , the bookshop opposite the
Masjid, Hendon Mosque and Cricklewood Mosque
suffered damage & robberies. Please remain
vigilant and calm.

3. We are planning a fundraising day at Harrow
Civic Centre Car Park, in the near future.

4. Peace Week 10th - 17th September. Faith
organisations are asked to have an open door
policy on one day of the week, so that members of
the public visit & ask questions. The Masjid will
open its doors to the public all of the days (except
Friday), between 2.30pm to 4.30pm.

6. DR ZAKIR NAIK, Quranic Scholar and dynamic
international orator, was a guest speaker at Byron
Hall, Harrow on August 16th 2006. The evening
was a great success & Alhamdulillah, raised ~
£45,000 for the Masijid.

7. Concerning the recent 'alleged Heathrow plot,
we were assured by Harrow Police and local MPs
that any backlash will be swiftly dealt with to
safeguard the local Muslim community.

8. Harrow Masjid will be featured on Radio
Ramadan, 87.7 FM from September 22nd.

9. A SMS Text Messaging Service is being
developed for the Mosque, for which subscribers
will receive daily Quran Ayah & Mosque events.

3. Reporting ‘Faith Hate crimes’

With the active participation of Harrow Masjid, a major
new initiative helping people to report race, &
importantly, faith-hate crime in Harrow was launched on
1st July. It is known that such crimes are not often
reported. To address this problem, 11 “Third Party
Reporting” sites, including Harrow Masjid are now
operating in Harrow to enable reporting in a more

comfortable atmosphere. At the Mosque, Mr Zafar
Khalid & Mr Bashir Uddin  have been trained to take
reports (Mondays 10.30 - 12.30). They can then, if the
person consents, pass these to the police for
investigation or for only intelligence gathering purposes.
We would ask all our brothers and sisters to actively
report any matters. To date NO REPORTS have been
made.
